« Paleolithic » and « Neolithic » are recent terms. They are attributed to J.
Lubbock, who introduced them to European archaeology in the first half
of the 19th century, a period of major socioeconomic change due to the
industrial revolution. This course, which is intended for postgraduate
students in Archaeology, deals with the study of the birth and development
of archaeological thought in Europe and in Greece in relation to the
origins and age of mankind and the appearance and function of the first
prehistoric societies. It examines the conditions which contributed to the
development of the various schools of thought in Prehistoric Archaeology
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in areas such as Western Europe, Eastern Europe and the Balkans with an
emphasis on basic concepts such as those of time, the origins of man and
the authenticity of the products of the material culture. This course con-
cludes with commentary on the directions of current research and the
future of the discipline.

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SUMMARY

The seminar aims to examine artworks in public spaces of Athens from
1974 till 2004, in order to evaluate their aesthetic value, their successful
integration in urban planning and their role in the evolution of the city’s
image, as well as their impact not only on the artistically educated but also
on a greater audience.

Its aim is to launch a discussion around conclusions regarding art produc-
tion in the public spaces of Athens: topics for discussion and assessment
will include the ways by which an artwork is selected for public space, the
artistic trends and movements present in public art, the established subject
matters and spaces which are preferred for the installation of artworks.
Furthermore, the seminar will examine the relationship between citizens
and everyday users of public space and the artworks presented in it, in
other words the interaction between the artistic interventions, the urban
environment and society.

In the light of the above, conclusions will be reached about the overall
aspect of Athenian public space and its relation with artistic expression:
the impact of artistic interventions will be evaluated as a significant
element in the structure of public space and consequently their function as
noteworthy additions for those who live in public space daily, that is the
city’s inhabitants.

SUMMARY

In this seminar we will attempt to approach issues of social history
of the Istanbul Greek Orthodox populations through their commu-
nal archives. The seminar will take place in the winter semester
2008-2009 and consist of 3-hour weekly sessions. It will be co-
organized by the Faculty of Philosophy and History of Science of
the Athens University and the Faculty of History and Archeology
of the same institution. The former faculty is responsible for the
Istanbul Greek-Orthodox communities’ archives. MA and PhD stu-
dents in late Ottoman and Turkish history will participate in the
seminar, whereas lectures held by prominent historians and by
scholars who have already used this archival material will be also
included.

SUMMARY

This course will explore aspects of the integration of Greek popula-
tions into urban and rural societies in the Western Mediterranean
between the 15th and 18th centuries. The migrations under exami-
nation will be approached in terms of common features: their col-
lective nature, and the complex nature of the migrants’ relations
with the Western European rulers of the place of settlement. Our
research axes will be the socio-political factors that prompted them
to emigrate, as well as the communal organization and internal hi-
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erarchies of the migrant communities, their relations with the local
population, the degree to which they assimilated themselves to their
new environment, and finally the new multiple identities that arose
as a result. On the basis of the examples studied, an attempt will be
made to construct a unique typology for the migrant phenomenon
as a whole, which will shed light on versions of incorporation and
difference.

SUMMARY

The seminar aims to familiarize students with the theoretical ap-
proaches to the interrelation between nature, environment, society
and history, as well as to introduce them to research on the rela-
tively recent scientific field of environmental history.

SUMMARY

Living conditions in the densely populated environment of cities
impose on their inhabitants distinctive modes of accommodation,
both among humans and between humans and other forms of life.
The seminar will examine life in the city and its relation to disease.
Particular attention will be paid to the contribution of the city to the
epidemiological transition, a term developed by A.R. Omran. The
concept of disease will be based on the ideas expressed by C.E.
Rosenberg as follows:
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Disease is at once a biological event, a generation-specific
repertoire  of verbal constructs reflecting medicine's
intellectual and institutional history, an occasion of and
potential legitimation for public policy, an aspect of social
role and individual -intrapsychic- identity, a sanction for
cultural values, and a structuring element in doctor and
patient interactions. In some ways disease does not exist
until we have agreed that it does, by perceiving, naming and
responding to it. (Rosenberg xiii)

SUMMARY

The seminar focuses on the work of four leading early modern his-
torians, pioneers of the “new cultural” history, which caused a ma-
jor methodological shift in the fields of investigation and the meth-
odological orientations of social historians in the 1980s. Moving
beyond the “grand narrative” of the established social history, the
new cultural history, through its various interpretive trends (micro-
history, history of reading, of communication, etc.), placed empha-
sis on questions of construction of identities and of otherness, of
public communication and cultural appropriation, on the “micro-
strategies of daily survival”. Primarily, it offered a new, morte his-
toricizing view of the culture of the past, questioning traditional
alingments according to class stratification and promoting a dy-
namic view of cultural communication, clash and fluidity, without
neglecting the impact of the socio-economic transformation of the
western european societies of the early modern period. Through the
analysis and critical evaluation of the work of the four selected his-
torians, the seminar will attempt to trace the innovative elements in
their research orientations, their theoretical a prioris and their
methodological tools, in the light of the broader historical investi-
gation, strating from the 1980s, in the fields of the history of com-
munication, the Reformation and the ideological, social and cul-
tural “withdrawal” of western elites from the popular strata during
the early modern period.

SUMMARY

The seminar aims in enlightening the western policy and the or-
ganization (Latin Church, administration, feudal institutions, feudal
law, Economy) of the Latin dominions formed after the crusades in
the eastern Mediterranean, especially in the late Byzantine Empire
(Romania). Furthermore, it examines the activities of the Latins
(Franks, Italians, Catalans) who settled there, as well as aspects of
everyday life and the symbiosis with the local population. Through
the study of Latin sources (archival documents, chronicles) and
secondary literature the students obtain a better understanding of
the situation in western Europe and the Mediterranean during the
crusade period.

SUMMARY

We will examine the legacy of World War 1l focussing on Greece
while pointing out similar constellations in other European coun-
tries. One of the main goals of this seminar is to prove that over 60
years after the end of WWII its practical, ethical and psychologic
consequences are still present both on political and social level.
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Emphasis will be given to issues like reparations, which continue to
occupy governments and public attention. Other subjects to be ex-
amined are the real extent of material and human losses because of
the war, the punishment of war criminals, collective memory or
amnesia, collaboration, the reconstruction and the integration of
survivors into postwar societies, war prejudice as well as the trans-
national character of those subjects.

Students will be encouraged to undertake archival research.

Museum Studies Course will be an interdisciplinary Postgraduate Course between the Department of
History - Archaeology and the Department of Geology of the University of Athens, in collaboration with
the Department of Conservation of Antiquities and Works of Art of the Technological Educational
Institution of Athens. The postgraduate program will award a Master of Arts in Museum Studies.

The duration of the program will be 4 semesters (3 semesters of lectures and 1 for the dissertation). The
Students should attend 13 taught elements (10 core modules and 3 optional courses).

Assessment procedure is based on written work in the form of a series of essays for each course.

It is also necessary for the students to hand in a dissertation on a particular area of interest in the 4th
semester, as well as to sit an oral examination.

AIM OF THE COURSE
The aim of the course is to provide academic and professional training to those, who wish to be employed
professionally in a museum, and due to the fact that in Greece there are a great number of museums, but
only a limited number of specialists in Museology. Consequently, the program intends to train students in
a basic range of skills including all areas of current museum practice. Its purpose is not to concentrate
only on the traditional archaeological collections, but also to look at all types of museums, such as
geological, biological, science, medical museums etc.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
The entry requirements will be a second class Honours Degree from a Greek University, a degree from a
Technological Institution or an overseas qualification of an equivalent standard.

NUMBER OF STUDENTS - TEACHING STAFF
The number of students, who will attend the Museum Studies course, will be limited to 15.
The teaching staff will be comprised of lecturers from the three participating departments, as well as other
visiting lecturers. Furthermore, the University of Athens has established 15 Museums since its founding
in 1837, that will enable students to gain experience and develop their practical skills.

History and Theory of Museums: Definition of a museum, museum professions, history of greek and
european museums, old and new museology, current trends in museum practice, psychology of collecting,
material culture.

Collections Management: Collecting policy, acquisition and disposal methods, documentation, security of
collections.

Technology of Materials: Study of the structure, the technology and the characteristics of the construction
materials of museum objects. Organic materials (argil, inorganic pigments, metals, plaster, siliceous
rocks) and inorganic materials of archaeological objects and works of art (proteins etc).

Greek and European Law concerning Cultural Heritage: Hellenic Ministry of Culture, Archaeological law,
Codes of Ethics of ICOM and other affiliated organizations.
