Dear Mr/Mrs Director,

The Alexander S. Onassis Foundation Cultural Center non-profit organization participates in the
project entitled “The Academy of Plato: Knowledge and pioneering ideas development”, which is
being implemented with the collaboration of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens and
the Cultural Centre Hellenic Cosmos. A series of Summer Schools for Foreign and Greek School
students will be organized within the framework of this project which is co-financed by Greece and
European Union through the operational programme “Education and lifelong learning”.

The Summer Schools will be offering a variety of interesting topics and will enable students to meet
their peers from Greek schools and from other schools abroad. The guest students will get a taste
of Greek history and culture from the ancient times until today.

The program will take place twice each year and welcomes school students 15 to 18 years old. The
duration of each hospitality cycle is two weeks. In total, over this three-year period, a number of
190 students from Greece and countries members of the European Union, the U.S.A., Asia and
Australia will be selected and participate to the project.

Especially for the summer of 2012, fifty (50) students, of which twenty (20) from Greece (apart
from major urban centers) and thirty (30) from EU Member countries will be selected in total.
